La revue Crnzadiarz Oral History Associntiolz Joilr~zal vient de se doter 
d'un nouveau nom qui refletera le caractkre bilingue de la SociCtC 
canadienne d'histoire orale.

La pCriode de changements que nous avons traversCe a cause des retards 
dans la publication du For~inz d'lzistoire orale. Le volume 15, qui est date 
1995, parait donc avec un retard considbable. Nous sommes heureux 
d'avoir lYopportunitC de consacrer le numCro entier a la publication des 
resultats du projet (( Recits de vie et vision collective au Canada fran~ais )). 

Le volume 16 est prksentement sous presse et paraitra peu apres le present 
nurniro. I1 contiendra un melange d'articles, ainsi que des comptes rendus 
de livres et des notes de recherche. 

The &hrzadialz Oral History Associatiolz Joclrrzal has taken on a new 
name with the publication of the present volume. The name change will 
help give the COHA a more bilingual character. The format adopted by 
former editor James Morrison will, however, be maintained. 

The COHA has undergone several changes in the past two years. After 
having counted for a long time on the National Archives of Canada for 
institutional support, it became necessary to find new arrangements. A new 
executive is now coming into place, and plans are under way to breathe new 
life into the Association.
