Representa t ives  of t h e  Canadian Recording Indus t ry  Assoc ia t ion  r e c e n t l y  
presented t h e  Council  of Minis te rs  of Education wi th  13,000 copies  of a  souvenir  
d i s c  of Canadian h i s t o r i c a l  record ings .  The d i s c ,  which was pressed t o  mark Canada's 
c e l e b r a t i o n  of 100 years  of recorded sound, i nc ludes  h i s t o r i c  record ings  by Governor- 
General S tan ley  i n  1888, e a r l y  music record ings  such a s  Guy Lombardo's f i r s t  recording 
i n  1924 and Mackenzie King speaking a t  t he  Diamond J u b i l e e  i n  1927. Eleanor Sniderman 
of t h e  Canadian Recording Indus t ry  Assoc ia t ion  and Edward Moogk of t h e  National  Library  
of Canada f i r s t  produced t h e  d i s c  f o r  d i s t r i b u t i o n  a t  t h e  Canadian Recording Indus t ry  
Pav i l i on  a t  t h e  Canadian National  Exh ib i t i on  held i n  Toronto i n  August l a s t  year .  
The d i s c  w i l l  now be given t o  schools  ac ros s  Canada.

Les r e p r s s e n t a n t s  d e  1 'Assoc ia t ion  de  l ' i n d u s t r i e  canadienne de l ' en reg i s -  
trement ont  r6cemment o f f e r t  au Consei l  canadien des  m i n i s t r e s  de 1 ' ~ d u c a t i o n  t r e i z e  
m i l l e  exemplaires d'un mic ros i l l on  compos6 d 'enregis t rements  h i s t o r i q u e s  canadiens. 
Le d isque  f u t  produi t  2 l ' o c c a s i o n  de l a  c616brat ion canadienne du cen tena i r e  de  
l ' en reg i s t r emen t  sonore. I1 comprend des  enregis trements  h i s t o r i q u e s  t e l s  l e  message 
par  l e  gouverneur-g6nGral S tan ley  en 1888, une p i k e  musicale  de Guy Lombardo d a t a n t  
de 1924, e t  l e  d i scours  de Mackenzie King au so ixan tena i r e  de  l a  ConfGdGration en  
1927. Eleanor Sniderman de l l A s s o c i a t i o n  canadienne de l ' i n d u s t r i e  de l ' enregis t rement  
e t  Edward Moogk de  l a  Bibl iothzque n a t i o n a l e  du Canada ont  conjointement r6a l i sG l e  
disque pour Gtre  d is t r ibuG au pav i l i on  de 1 ' I n d u s t r i e  canadienne de l ' en reg i s t r emen t ,  
pendant l ' e x p o s i t i o n  CNE q u i  eu t  l i e u  2 Toronto en aoGt 1977. De p lus ,  l e  d i sque  s e r a  
d i s t r i b u g  gratui tement  dans l e s  Gcoles du Canada. 

DIEFENBAKER TAPES OPEN FOR RESEARCH 

By permission of t h e  R t .  Hon. John G .  Diefenbaker, P.C., Q . C . ,  M.P., t h e  
Pub l i c  Archives of Canada a r e  opening f o r  r e sea rch  t h e  t a p e s  and t r a n s c r i p t s  of 
in te rv iews  conducted with M r .  Diefenbaker by journa4is t /broadcas te r  P e t e r  Stursberg.  
These in te rv iews  were recorded between 1967 and 1973 a s  p a r t  of Pe t e r  S tu r sbe rg ' s  
o r a l  h i s t o r y  p r o j e c t  on M r .  Diefenbaker and h i s  government. However, they  were no t  
included i n  P e t e r  S tu r sbe rg  ' s books Diefenbaker: Leadership Gained 195 6-62 and 
Diefenbaker: Leadership Lost 1962-67, published i n  4975 and 1976, because M r .  
Diefenbaker 's  own memoirs were being publ ished a t  t h e  same time. 

Tapes and t r a n s ~ r i p t s  of t h e  in te rv iews  wi th  t h e  o the r  f i f t y - f i v e  p o l i t i c a l  
f i g u r e s  interviewed by Pe te r  Stursberg f o r  h i s  books on the  Diefenbaker government 
a r e  a l s o  he ld  by t h e  Pub l i c  Archives of Canada but  they w i l l  remain c losed  u n t i l  
31  December 1980, a s  e x t r a c t s  of t h e s e  w i l l  be  included i n  M r .  S tu r sbe rg ' s  cu r r en t  
o r a l  h i s t o r y  p r o j e c t  on t h e  R t .  Hon. Les te r  B. Pearson and h i s  government. Copies 



of t h e  t r a n s c r i p t s  of Pe t e r  S t u r s b e r g q s  in te rv iews  f o r  both t h e  Diefenbaker and 
Pearson p r o j e c t s  a r e  being depos i ted  wi th  t h e  Library  of Parl iament .

Voices which have been haunt ing t h e  v a u l t s  of t h e  Pub l i c  Archives'  Sound 
Sec t ion  have r e c e n t l y  been heard over t h e  a i r  waves of CBC r ad io .  Ernes t  J. Dick, 
Acting Head of t h e  Sound Archives Sec t ion ,  presented e x t r a c t s  from t h e  speeches of 
W.L. Mackenzie King, Arthur Meighen, J .S.  Woodsworth, William Aberhart and o the r  
20th century Canadian p o l i t i c i a n s  on t h e  program " A l l  i n  a  Day", broadcast  i n  t h e  
Ottawa reg ion  between December 26th and 30th 1977, and on t h e  n a t i o n a l  program "Don 
Harron 's  Morningside", broadcast  between March 6 th  and l o t h ,  and Apr i l  11 th  t o  14 th ,  
1978.
